Conditions
a) The premises are to be left in the same order and cleanliness as found.
b) Overnight guests are limited to 8 persons. Daytime visitors limited to 8 additional people, unless prior

approval has been obtained from the owners.
c) A maximum of 4 cars and 1 boat trailer are allowed.
d) No smoking. No pets.
e) The fireplace is not to be used.
f) No phone service provided.
g) Noise shall not disrupt the neighbors between the hours of 11:00pm and 8:00am.
h) Entrance to, and exit from the property shall be made using only the South Adams Rd section.
i) Yard usage must be limited to the property boundaries.
j) Owner may inspect the premises at any time.
k) Keys are to be returned upon departure.

Included with the property
We try to provide a fully stocked house to minimize what you need to bring. There should be plenty of porch and
lawn furniture. The kitchen should have most everything you need to cook, bake or prepare and serve meals.
a) One set of sheets / blanket / comforter / pillow cases and pillows will be provided for each bed. Each bed also

has a mattress pad.
b) One bath towel and wash cloth will be provided for each overnight guest.
c) Full kitchen utensils, cookware and dinner service.
d) Stove, refrigerator, dishwasher, microwave, coffee maker, blender, toaster, mixer, blender
e) Clothes washer, dryer, iron and ironing board
f) Hair dryer
g) Clock radios
h) Two TVs one with DVD/VCR
i) Gas grill and grill utensils
j) Porch furniture
k) Vacuum cleaner, dust buster
l) Central air
m) Dock
n) Large enclosed porch
o) Large wooden deck overlooking the water

Property condition when leaving

d) If you use the A/C please close the windows.
e) The lake is shallow (2-4 feet) for a at least 100 yards out from shore. The bottom is sandy / silty. I always

recommend water shoes for bathers.
f) The internet cable is behind the couch near the dishwasher.
